Scholarship Application Details:
1. Eligibility:
a. Open to high school seniors with a family member or relative who is a union member.
b. Open to all seniors attending college or a trade apprenticeship.
c. Applicants must list their family member’s Union Local affiliation on the application.
2. Submission Requirements:
a. Applicants must complete the attached application form and answer all nine questions on the
Labor Questionnaire. Each question must include a brief explanation for the answer.
b. Incomplete applications or questionnaires will not be accepted.
3. Timeline:
a. Submission Deadline: March 10", 2026. All applications and questionnaires must be received by
this date. NO extensions will be granted.
b. Interviews: Scheduled between March 11, 2026 -March 30, 2026. Applicants who successfully
complete the application and questionnaire will be invited for a brief personal interview with the
SCIFL Executive Board. No need to be nervous. Interviews via zoom and or in person.
c. Winner Announcement: The scholarship winter will be notified by April 8, 2026.
